FACTS MAIN TERMS IN THE IMMIGRANT DEBATE

ASYLUM APPLICATIONS can be divided into Asylum

applications lodged in Denmark and asylum appli-

cations lodged abroad.

o Asylum applications lodged in Denmark are from
persons who are in Denmark already.

o Asylum applications abroad are from persons who
are abroad.

RESIDENCE PERMITS are issued to all non-Nordic citi-

zens to legally reside in Denmark for more than three
months.

IMMIGRANTS are persons born abroad where both
parents (or only one if there is no information on the
other) are foreign nationals or born abroad. If there is
no information on either parent, and the person was
born abroad, then the person will be considered an
immigrant.

DESCENDANTS are persons who were born in Denmark
to parents, neither of whom were Danish citizens born
in Denmark. If there is no information on either parent,
and the person is a foreign national, then the person
will be considered a descendant. Children of descen-
dants are only categorized as descendants if both their
parents have a foreign citizenship. Consequently, de-
scendants will not generation by generation be catego-
rized as descendants.
